FIFTY YEARS SINCE VATICAN II 

The second Vatican Ecumenical Council was the largest 

gathering of shepherds of the Catholic Church in its history, 

the council “Fathers.”  Pope John XXIII called this extraordinary 

meeting to analyze the relationship of the church in the 20th  

century and to encourage the church to return to its roots and be more 

faithful to its original character.
